1. Apologies and welcome.

2. Review of last meeting’s minutes/class meetings – UNICEF update
Not many classes had had their class meetings but those that had, had come up with some great ideas! 

To support children’s mental health in school:
Use the environmental area more

Re-instate the Abbey Mile or something else to keep people active

Focus on healthy food to fuel our bodies and minds

Focus on kindness in school – inclusion of all in games, taking time out to write kindness notes or carry out random acts of kindness 

More partner work and varying the partners we work with more often

To support the mental health of others outside school:
Visiting care homes when possible again

Doing something to support homeless people (ideas please!?)
Supporting refugees – maybe sending educational materials, letters, cards, virtual hugs, video messages

Asking advocates to help with mental health:
Writing to the local council to ask them to fix broken things in the local parks
Writing to our MP to ask him to do more to support mental health (ideas as to what we are asking for specifically, please!)
Writing to the local charities to ask them to donate to Don’t lose hope

Mrs A outlined the potential timings for our participation in the Outright Campaign. Term 3, gather ideas. Term 4, 3 x class collective worships led by UNICEF ambassadors and Student Councillors to teach people about mental health and what it is. Term 4, 5 and onwards, actions to support MH to be carried out. 

We decided that as we have voted to support Don’t lose hope – which is a local charity that supports people with their mental health – our most popular fundraising idea would be used to raise funds for them. A bake sale was decided as so many classes had voted for this. Mrs A will check the logistics and let people know when and how this will take place.
