1. Review of last meeting’s minutes/class meetings 
Most classes had feedback from their meetings – detailed below.
2. Ideal Foods

The representatives from Ideal Foods introduced themselves and listened to the feedback from classes. Everyone who had held their class meetings had lots of points to raise – both positive and constructive - and Mrs Clarke made lots of notes to take away. The main points that were raised were about portion sizes, warmth of food and the types of food available. The representatives from Ideal were impressed with the way that the councillors fed back so well and will consider the suggestions made for the preferences and new ideas. It is worth remembering that Ideal Foods have to abide by legal limits around health guidelines, and that is the reason that a lot of the ideas (more chips, squash as well as milk and water for example) will not be possible. We look forward to seeing how many of your super ideas will appear in the future. We also got to taste some yummy snacks that Ideal had provided – they went down very well!
3. Don’t lose hope Bake Sale
These were a tremendous success! Well done to everyone for publicising them so well and encouraging your classes to take part. We raised a whopping £528 – and had an exciting visit from Eddy Bear to say thank you! A great amount of money that will go a long way to supporting people’s mental health in Bourne. 

4. Mental Health support ideas
We had such a fantastic response to this; you really do have the best ideas! The ones we would like to start with are as follows:

Daily jokes – ask your teacher if you can take it in turns to tell a joke in your morning register. Every day it will be a different person’s turn. If they can’t think of any, there are some website links in the class meeting agenda to help or you could look for a book from the library.
Smile! Everyone can give a smile – and it’s free! Adults around school will be looking for children who are giving out lots of 17 muscle free smiles 😊 Anyone spotted will be given a dojo point.
Buddy Stops – as well as our buddy stops being places where people can find friendship, they are an ideal place for people to go to if they want to share how they are feeling. Make sure that if you see someone in the buddy stop, you go and check on them. Ask them if they are feeling ok, and if they aren’t, then listen to how they are feeling. You don’t need to fix anything, just listen. You can always tell a trusted adult if you need to get further help. 

Positivity Posters – thank you to 3P who have made a great start with their positivity posters! A reminder to everyone please to keep them coming. Bring them straight to Mrs Anderson who will pop them up around school to keep people’s spirits up and provide a boost to mental health.

Calm Corners – can everyone look out for suitable spaces in their year group to have a Calm Corner; somewhere quiet to sit and reflect if we aren’t feeling 100%. We can make them into lovely places to be that will help people to feel better and give them a space to feel safe and calm.

Mrs A will get feedback from SLT next week to see which of the other initiatives we can put into place in September; thank you all for your amazing ideas!
5. Corridor displays

Wow – what a fantastic response! There are too many fantastic ideas to list them all here but Mrs A has passed the list onto Mrs Shears. Some that several classes all mentioned were: A history timeline, an illustrated frieze of the school song, space theme, biomes, unicef rights, friendship theme… all amazing ideas! Thank you.
