PERSEVERANCE TOGETHER...

* Our focus Bible story for Perseverance is The Parable Of The Lost Sheep (Matthew 18:12-I4) A

parable is a simple story that has a lesson that can be learnt from it. Jesus used parables as a

way of encouraging those listening to be a better person within.

We chose perseverance as one of our Christian Values because we strive for our children to have

motivation, self-belief (two of our Character Education traits) and aspiration to reach their

potential in all areas of their lives. We recognise that a positive culture of perseverance is

essential throughout their school journey. There are lots of verses in the Bible that encourage

Christians to persevere and these pieces of scripture help to motivate us all. Jesus frequently

encouraged. his disciples to “endure pathﬂg" the difficulties and obstacles they encountered and

to persevere in the face of adversity. We believe it is necessary to teach our pupils that things

that are often worthwhile in life cannot be achieved without perseverance, that life is sometimes

difficult and that it is important not to give up in the face of adversity. We reqularly praise

our pupils for their perseverance in our weekly ‘Golden Book™ Collective Worships in front of

their peers and parents/ carers.
